APPENDIX 5.  SENTENCE STEMS FOR SELF-ASSESSMENT:  EXIT SLIPS

Exit slips give students an opportunity to reflect on their learning and to express their thoughts in writing.  It is a way of holding students accountable for their learning and encouraging them to synthesis their ideas.  Exit slips encourage self-assessment and give the teacher a window into students’ thinking.

Method
1. Allow two or three minutes at the end of a session for students to record one important idea they learned, something they are puzzled by, or a question they are curious about.

2. Have students hand in the exit slips as they leave the class.
