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SRB has released another update to TWebEA.  Most changes are to allow features to run properly and you will not notice a difference when using TWebEA.  The release was very recent and the TWebEA Manual posted on the Elementary Resource Page has not been revised.  The revisions will be minor and the Manual will continue to be a useful resource in its current form.   The posted video tutorials are also from a previous TWebEA version.
Reminders:

1. Access the TWebEA website via the Elementary Resource Page or directly at https://tweb.lkdsb.net/twebea/ 

2. Use Internet Explorer.  TWebEA will not run on Firefox.
3. The Group Comment Bank is available again this year.  The schools Secretary will assign teachers to the appropriate Group(s) – Primary, Intermediate or Senior.  If the Group Bank was not used by teachers last year, it will still be empty, just as your Personal Bank was empty when you were assigned a TWebEA account.  Teachers within a group will be able to save to, access, edit and use comments in the Group Bank.  The teachers within a group must all be at the same school.  Before leaving a school, you may wish to save comments from the Group Bank to your Personal Bank.
4. Comments in the Board Comment Bank may not reflect the current Ministry Expectations if the curriculum has been revised (e.g. Science)
What is new:

1. Ministry Expectations

a. [image: image3.emf]This is an additional bank available in the Comment Builder or Student Comments tab.
b. Search the Ministry Expectations, edit to produce a comment and save to your Personal or Group Comment Bank.
c. Search the Ministry Expectations and edit to produce a comment in student comments.
Note:  This is the first time the Ministry Expectations have been provided by SRB and there are a few errors.  A few expectations are incomplete and some grade levels have a subject area missing.  You will still want to consult your Ministry documents or the Ministry website.

2. JK/SK…it is here!
a. TWebEA has new pages that are used to enter achievement for Kindergarten.
b. A Board Comment Bank was created by LKDSB Kindergarten teachers in May 2008 and will be loaded into TWebEA.  The comments are based on the Ministry Expectations.

c. Information on teacher training will be forwarded when details are finalized.
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
